3The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the
sheep hear his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads
them out. *“When he has brought out all his own, he goes ahead
of them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice.
>They will not follow a stranger, but they will run from him
because they do not know the voice of strangers.” ®Jesus used
this figure of speech with them, but they did not understand what
he was saying to them.

COMMEMORATIONS THIS WEEK

Catherine of Siena, theologian, died 1380

Wednesday, April 29, 2026

This theologian was the first woman among Roman Catholics to
receive the title "Doctor [teacher] of the Church." Catherine was
a Dominican sister known for her mystical visions as well as her
work on behalf of people who were poor and imprisoned.

Philip and James, Apostles

Friday, May 1, 2026

Philip was one of the first disciples of Jesus, and called Nathanael
to “come and see.” Little is known of James, the son of Alphaeus,
called “the Less” to distinguish him from another apostle named
James.

Athanasius, Bishop of Alexandria, died 373

Saturday, May 2, 2026

Best remembered for defending the teaching that Christ was fully
God against those who taught otherwise, Athanasius was an
influential church leader around the time of the Council of Nicea.
He was banished from Alexandria five times for his forthright
views.
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
